After two years away due to the Covid-19 pandemic, the New England Fathering Conference (NEFC) Planning Committee is pleased to announce we will be back in person for the 21st annual event at the beautiful Newport Marriott Hotel in Newport, Rhode Island, March 16-18, 2022! **Subject to change at the discretion of the NEFC Planning Committee**
For the continued health and safety of the NEFC community, precautions will be in place for the March 2022 conference and all conference presenters will be required to be fully vaccinated and submit proof of vaccination prior to arrival at the event. Instructions will be provided when registration opens.

Rhode Island will be hosting the 21st Annual New England Fathering Conference (NEFC), Opportunities for a New Beginning at the Newport Marriott Hotel in Newport on March 16-18, 2022.  This educational event brings dads, moms, family service providers, social workers, health professionals, educators, program directors, state and federal representatives, and family advocates together to learn and share information and experiences. As in the past, we are committed to featuring a talented, diverse array of speakers and presenters who will inspire and challenge attendees. The conference encompasses four arenas: Dads & Family/Community, Dads & Health, Dads & Education and Dads & Systems.  
Workshop Content

The NEFC Planning Committee is searching for professionals who are committed to father engagement and would like to share their expertise and experience to enhance our work and expand interstate networks. Workshop proposals should be relevant to the following groups: fathers/family men, parents/couples, family service providers, fatherhood practitioners, educators, health professionals, legislators, government representatives, and/or researchers.  Sessions should address topics including, but not limited to: program design and implementation, prevention, collaboration/leveraging resources, parenting, co-parenting, healthy relationships, child development, children with special needs, employment, education, health (mental and physical), addiction, incarceration/re-entry, child support, domestic violence, cultural competence and working with diverse groups, etc.

Workshop Format

Each workshop will be two (2) hours in length and should provide hands-on information for the participants to use when working with noncustodial parents as well as custodial parents, and family men who play a paternal role for the children in their lives.  Workshops must be interactive, not strictly lecture.  The Committee is particularly interested in workshops targeted to one perspective (i.e., a workshop specifically for dads/family men, or a session to assist practitioners with a certain aspect of programming such as evaluation).

· Workshops are limited to a total of two presenters, ONLY 
· If selected, registration fee is waived for the individual identified as the primary presenter only
· The co-presenter pays a registration fee of $300.00; if a Program Dad* is serving as secondary presenter, the fee is $75
* Program Dad is a person participating in a parenting/fatherhood program. Attendance is sponsored by the agency offering the program, all fees paid by the agency.
